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Seven months have gone since we started the re-organisation of
IWGIA with the distribution of ocur Hewsletter and the first two reports
in the IWGIA-DOCUMENT series, in August 1971. This take-off period may
seem long. But considering the fact that we have in this period orga-
nized an extensive network of contacts with colleagues in various
countries, and that through these contacts we have secured 10 manu-
scripts for publication in the series, we can say that more has been
achieved than we dared to hope at the outset. A number of additional
manuscripts are likely to come in after the summer.

With the distribution of the enclosed IWGIA-DOCUMENT K. 9, A. Barrie
Pittocic: Aboriginal Land Rights, we cen announce that the series is now
2 going concern. A preliminary list of the reports to appear in the near
future, is given below.

In addition to the editorial work with the series, the Secretariat
has been involved in many other activities. Some of these will be
descrit:d below, others in the coming Newsletters.

¥e would like to mention especially the planning of the international
pre-congress conference on oppressed ethnic groups, which the Secretariat
of IWGIi has been invited to sponsor by the president of the Interna-
tional Union of Anthropological and Ethnological Sciences (IUAES), dr.
Sol Tax. The conference will be held in Chicago in August 1973, »pre-
ceeding the IUAES Congress. (See below).

Despite continuing financial difficulties, we feel that we can
promise 2 more regular distribution of IWGIA Newsletters on an average
of about every other month, except for July and August.

Since August 1971 the number of members has increased greatly, and
we are particularly grateful to those colleagues who have submitted
cheques for the membership fee together with their Revly Letters.

Ye urge all our members to pay their fee as soon as possible. Our special
thanks are directed to those who have sent amounts exceeding that of the
anmual fee, ?
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We hope to be able to keep the annual fee for personal members at
US g 3.00, whereas institutional membership is now being inereased to
US 2 6.00 for new members. Considering the number of reports presently
being prepared for publication, and the great costs of distribution,
ve still think that our fees are very modest.

Profossor 30l Tax, President of the International Union of Anthro-
Pological and Zthnological Sclences, has asked IVGIA to snonsor a re-
congress conference at the 9th Internaticnal Congress of this associa-
tion, to be held in Chiczgo, Septomber 1-8, 1973. The objective of this
pre—congress conferernce is to "... in historie pPerspective systemati-
cally compare the varying fates of veorles engulfed by those more power-
ful than themselves. I should think that such a conference, bringing
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into the framewcrk the variety ¢f cases that carrently trouble us,
weuld be a major contribution for the Congress, and result in en in-
fluential pubiication." (Sol Tax)

TWGIA gladly accepted this invitation as = continuation and rein-
forcemsnt of some of its work and 2ims. IWGIa is presently plarning the
conference with the fcllowing gosls in mind: ts show the magnitude of
the problem, to discuss the possitilities of ¢ifferent forms of help,
and, as a necessary precondition for on efficient long-range strategy,
to develop more specific models ¢ the soci-l processes involved in
genocide and forced =zcculturation.
